This Primary course is a two-year, 
part-time undergraduate course which 
prepares adults to teach children, be-
tween the ages of 2 ½ and 6, in a Mon-
tessori environment.  It is designed to 
be an interactive study based on Mon-
tessori's vision for lifelong learning, 
utilizing all her materials and method-
ologies, integrated with current re-
search in child development and early 
childhood education.
